The box contained an unexploded German anti-
personnel mine, pictured above, still painted in 
colours to blend in with the summer crops in 
England. 
Still potentially lethal after nearly 70 years, 
following an 'eventful day', it was blown up in a 
controlled explosion in a field at Hormead by the 
U.K. Armed Forces.  The photo below shows the 
attending Bomb Disposal's vehicle ς the end result 
is shown at the top of the next column!
